Bill Zaagman – Government Consultant Services, Inc. introduced HB5426 which allows for clerks with less than 10,000 population to conduct election inspector training.  The committee supported this.
Mr. Zaagman informed the committee that Secretary of State Land is pursuing legislation to regulate the activities of groups such as MOVEON.org in the polling place.  The secretary is also pursuing regulations regarding payment for collection of voter registrations.

The committee discussed the issue of mailing absent voter applications to voters.  The members expressed varied opinions including support for maintaining a permanent list based upon requests, and support for maintaining a permanent list resulting in one initial application being submitted and including a provision for purging the list.   It was the consensus of the group that some consistent guideline be applied.

SB0084 – Campaign finance reports on line for over $20,000.

SB818 – Send AV applications to any qualified voter without request

SB4757 – Delinquent taxes paid by candidates -  NO POSITION

HB4772 – School elections allowed to be held in even year November

SUPPORT – Janice Vedder suggested that August school elections be considered.

HB5246 – Allow election inspector training for cities or townships with population under 10,000.  SUPPORT
